The 6th International Tchaikovsky Competition for Young Musicians in Korea
The 6th International Tchaikovsky Competition for Young Musicians will be held in Suwon, Gyeonggi province from June 16, 2009 to June 28, 2009 and this competition is supported by Gyeonggi Provincial Government and Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism. The competition shall comprise three divisions at the same time : Piano, Violin and Cello. 
Regulations : 

Ⅰ. Competition Dates 
Registration : 2009. 6. 16(Tues)
Competition Period : 2009. 6. 17(Wed) - 26(Fri)
Awards Ceremony : 2009. 6. 27(Sat)
The winners' Gala Concert : 2009. 6. 28(Sun)
Ⅱ. Venue 
Gyeonggi Arts center Grand hall, Small hall
Ⅲ. Sections 
Piano, Violin and Cello section
Ⅳ. Eligibility 
The competition is open for young musicians of any nationality born on and after June 17, 1992.
Ⅴ. Regulations 
1. The Competition consists of three rounds : first, second and third(Final). All auditions are held opening to public. In the first and second rounds of the violin and cello divisions, the contestants will perform with a piano accompaniment. In the third(Final) round, all contestants including piano contestants will perform with an orchestra. 
2. To qualify for admission to the Competition applicants will be selected by special jury panel according to the submitted documents and DVD. Both of materials should be recorded by NTSC or PAL version. Contestants might also be admitted to the Competition in case they pass the original live preliminary selection organized by the Association of Tchaikovsky Competition Stars(Association).
3. The Opening Ceremony of the Competition will be held in Gyeonggi Arts Center on June 17, 2009. The Closing Ceremony including Awarding ceremony and the prize winner Gala concert will be held in Gyeonggi Arts Center on June 28, 2009.
4. The contestants will cast lots to determine the order of their presentations at the Competition. The contestants of all sections should arrive in Suwon for the registration on June 16, 2009, and will cast ballots on June 16, 2009 at the same day of the registration. 
5. Association has exclusive rights to organize and hold International Tchaikovsky Competition for Young Musicians worldwide.

Ⅶ. Audition Order 
1. The contestants shall perform according to the order determined by casting lots. The order of the performances determined by casting lots on the registration day will be preserved in all rounds. All contestants, however, should be ready to accept any changes in their assigned time to objective reasons.
2. In case of illness or accidents certified by an independent physician, a contestant may be assigned a new performing date and time.
3. The order of the pieces to be played is entirely up to the contestants.
4. In the First and Second Rounds of the violin and cello sections, contestants will perform with piano accompaniment. In the Third(Final) round, contestants will perform with orchestral accompaniment.
5. In the First Round, the performance time of the program shall not exceed 25 minutes. In the Second Round, a total performance duration shall not exceed 30 minutes. The Jury has the right to interrupt any performance exceeding the time limit in the First and Second Rounds.
6. No more than eighty(80) applicants in each division are admitted to the First Round. No more than fifty percentages of the participants in the First Round will be admitted to the Second Round. Six(6) contestants from each division will be admitted to the Third(Final) Round.
Ⅷ. Rehearsals 
1. Daily 15 minute practice facilities will be available at the Competition Halls during the First and Second Rounds, and a 60-minute rehearsal with orchestra in the Third Round. The rehearsal schedule shall be set by the Organizing Committee.
2. Organizing Committee shall offer piano rehearsals(cello and violin divisions) and practice(piano division) at the classes according to the schedule and shall advise this schedule the participants after casting ballots procedure.
Ⅸ. Competition Pianists(Accompanists) 
1. The Organizing Committee shall provide the contestants with highly qualified piano accompaniment for the rehearsals and auditions in the First and Second Rounds and rehearsals. Contestants, however, may bring their own accompanists at their own expense.
2. In the event that contestants perform with the pianists provided by the Committee, the contestants must provide the pianists with copies of their music they perform at the Competition. 
Ⅹ. Travel and Accommodation 
1. The contestants must be prepared to pay the cost of their travel to Suwon, Korea and back themselves. The Organizing Committee will support the certain expenses which are mentioned below: 
- Local Transportation : The Organizing Committee will provide the shuttle bus from hotel to practice place and Gyeonggi Arts Center(Competition halls). For the transportation from airport to hotel, the participants should take care of it. 
- The Organizing Committee shall provide the grants for the contestants of the Third(Final) Round. The amount vary by country / region as listed below.
• Europe, USA and Russia : USD 800
• Oceania country including Australia : USD 500
• Asian country(Japan, China, Hong Kong, Singapore etc.) : USD 300
2. The Organizing Committee shall provide each contestant with a list of several accommodations so that each contestant shall make a reservation for the period the registration day till the next morning after the official announcement of the final results.
3. Expenses for travel and accommodation of parents, a private piano accompanist, teachers and other accompanying person shall be borne by the contestant. Without offering any guarantees, the Organizing Committee, upon preliminary request, will provide assistance in locating accommodations for these people, and also will send the invitation letters. 
4. In the event the contestant who was not admitted to the next round wishes to stay until the end of the Competition, he/she must be responsible to cover expenses for his/her accommodation for the rest of the period of stay.
5. Participants shall be responsible for the arrangement and cost of the transport and customs of their own instruments. 
6. The Organizing Committee will supply the contestants with additional information on travelling and accommodation after the contestants receive formal invitation to the Competition.

Ⅲ. Application Packages 
The applicant must enclose following materials for qualifying for admission :
1. A completed application form(Refer to Appendix1) 
: Application form can be downloaded from our official website(www.ggac.or.kr/tcha).
2. A list of the pieces to be performed at the Competition arranged according to the form attached(Refer to Appendix2)
3. Only DVD or Video tape which is recorded by NTSC (Korean version) of PAL (European version) of selections from the proposed repertoire for the preliminary audition(Appendix2) accompanied by the recorded repertoire list(Appendix3). Applicants may choose the same pieces for the Competition performance and for the audition recording. The recording must be made in the same order stated on the recorded repertoire list. The total duration of recorded music should not exceed 25 minutes. For the applicants' performance to be clearly evaluated, the recording must be of sufficiently high quality.
4. A copy of a birth certificate or another legal document certifying date of borth and nationality.
5. A brief curriculum vitae(resume) that can be used for press purposes.
6. Three glossy colored photographs from the waist up, size 13 x 18cm and four colored photographs from the waist up, size 3 x 4cm or 4 x 6cm(total of seven colored photographs). The photographs must be of a quality high enough to allow reproduction in the Competition booklet(photos should be taken within six months before the date of application). 
7. Two letters of recommendation that must be signed and sealed in a separate envelope and attached to the application form. The letter should bear the name, post and contact addresses of the person, who signed the recommendation. The letters of Recommendation should be written in Russian, Korean or English.
8. Copies of articles, laureate diplomas, concert programs, or other promotional materials(if applicant possesses such).
Ⅳ. Application fees 
1. Application fees : USD 100
2. Transfer the cash to the designated bank account or by money order

Ⅴ. Other information about applications
1. The above materials and the payment confirmation document should be sent to the Organizing Committee. The application can register from March 1st from March 30th, 2009. The application materials must be postmarked no later than March 30th, 2009.(Russia and CIS countries should sent the application materials to the Russia Organizing Committee). Notification of admission status will be sent to the applicants no later than 30th of April, 2009.
2. The Organizing Committee cannot assume responsibility for personal documents lost in the mail. DVD or VHS, the application fee and other documents will not be returned to the applicants.
3. All documents sent to the Organizing Committee must be written in English, Russian or Korean language.
4. Participants and accompanying persons shall be responsible for obtaining their own passports and visas at their won expense. The Organizing Committee, however, shall provide assistance in obtaining visas, if necessary(concrete details will be given in the letter of admittance to the Competition) 
5. Being admitted to the Competition by "the Special Regional Preliminary Selection" held by the Association or organization authorized by the Association, applicants can take part in the competition as " the contestants who passed the preliminary selection successful" without submitting any DVD or VHS.
Jury and Awards: 
Ⅰ. Jury 
1. The Competition will be judged by a competent international jury panel by secret ballot.
2. The decisions are final on every stage of the Competition and are not subjects for any question, review, or appeal.
Ⅱ. Prize and Benefits 
1. The First Prize shall be awarded and cannot be divided. The other prizes might be divided in accordance with the decision of the jury. 
2. The participants of the Third(Final) round will be awarded the following prizes : 
- 1st Prize : Gold Medal, Diploma and title of laureate, special trophy, a cash prize of USD 5,000
- 2nd Prize : Silver Medal, Diploma and title of laureate, a cash prize of USD 3,000
- 3rd Prize : Bronze Medal, Diploma and title of laureate, a cash prize of USD 2,000
- 4~6th Prize : Diploma, the title of Diploma Holder, Prize money of USD 1,000
3. The Organizing Committee may designate other special prizes for the contestants, their teachers, and piano accompanist. 
4. The Organizing Committee and Assosiation shall organize a concert tour for the Competition winners after the Competition. The contestants shall be obliged to perform in the tour. 
5. Competition winners will be granted special recommendation in case they express willingness to participate in The International Tchaikovsky Competition(Moscow, Russia). 
6. The Organizing Committee shall provide the grants for the contestants of the Third(Final) Round. The amount vary by country / region as listed below.
• Europe, USA and Russia : USD 800
• Oceania country including Australia : USD 500
• Asian country(Japan, China, Hong Kong, Singapore etc.) : USD 300
General Rules and Other information
Ⅰ. General Rules 
1. In all matters that may occur during the Competition decisions of the Organizing Committee shall be final.
2. In the event that a contestant violates the Competition rules, the Organizing Committee and the Jury Panel will reserve the right to expel the contestant from the Competition.
3. During the Competition, contestants must abstain from making any declaration to the mass media.
4. Winners and diploma holders of the Competition shall perform without receiving a fee in the Gala Concert organized by the Competition Committee. The accompanists will perform free of charge at the Gala-Concert according to the decision of the Organizing. 
5. The Association shall reserve exclusive worldwide right to broadcast and audio and video recordings as well as distribution and publishing rights for all the rounds of the Competition and its related events, including the Opening, Awards, and Closing Ceremonies, master-classes and the performances with the symphony orchestra in the final round and Gala Concert. The Assosiation shall reserve the exclusive right to use recorded audio and video materials free of charge and without obtaining the permission of contestants, accompanists, conductors, or symphony orchestras and jurors who took part in master-classes. 
6. The Association of Tchaikovsky Competition Stars will reserve the exclusive rights for all types of performances of the laureates for the period of 24 months following the Competition. The final round participants shall sign an agreement with the Association with respect to this matter prior to the Final Round. . 
7. The Association reserves the right to transfer the rights stated in Articles 5 and 6.
8. The official languages of the Competition are Russian, Korean and English. The Korean and Russian versions are considered to be the authoritative one.
In the event that anyone wishes to translate officially the "Rules and Regulations" or any other published materials by the Association or the Organizing Committee, he/she must notify the Organizing committee and the Association of this action and obtain their consent. If such approval has not been given, neither the Committee nor the Association shall take responsibility for any problems arising from or caused by the misinterpretation of the translated materials.
9. Participation in the Competition means agreement with the above rules and conditions.
10. In case of "key" problems during the Competition, Association General Director has ultimate and final decision right.
Ⅱ. Others 
1. Visa
The applicants must obtain the appropriate visas to enter the countries to participate in the Competition. The piano accompanists must do the same. If an invitation letter or any other document is required for the visa application, the applicant must request it from the Organizing Committee.
2. Insurance
Whether or not insurance is purchased is entirely the responsibility of the competition participants and contestants. This applies to health and injury insurance, as well as loss or damage to the instrument or to luggage, in the case of accident, fire or theft during the travel. 
3. Restrictions
The contestants shall not give any public performance during the period of the Competition other than those required for the Competition. However, once a contestant fails to pass a round, this condition will no longer apply.

Ⅲ. Additional information 
1. Each prospective contestant must be prepared to perform by heart the entire repertoire stated . 
2. Only published compositions may be performed at the Competition.
Alternative editions are admitted only in case they are printed in the official editions. In this case the contestant must submit the scores. 
3. Compositions performed with the orchestra must be executed in the original. 
4. Original compositions by the contestants will not be allowed.
5. The contestant must indicate the name of the composer, the full name of the composition, key, opus number, performance duration, and the edition of each piece both in the repertoire list, and in the list of the recorded compositions. 
6. Contestants may repeat sections of music as long as the performing time does exceed in the First and Second Round.
7. Should there be any requests for change, The Organizing Committee should be notified in written from before XXX and be need permission.
